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ECONOMICS,
DOCTORAL MINOR
REQUIREMENTS

The economics doctoral minor requires four courses (12 credits) taken as a
graduate student. At least one course must be from the theory sequence
(ECON 711 Economic Theory-Microeconomics Sequence, ECON 712
Economic Theory-Macroeconomics Sequence, ECON 713 Economic
Theory: Microeconomics Sequence, ECON 714 Economic Theory;
Macroeconomics Sequence) along with three appropriate doctoral-level
courses at the 600–900 level. Courses that are part of the economics
master’s program cannot be used as part of the minor sequence. Not
more than one course may be a reading course, workshop, or seminar. In
addition, the course sequence must comply with the Graduate School
