REQUIREMENTS

Courses are chosen in conjunction with the chair, who serves as the minor
advisor, and the student'’s departmental advisor. A doctoral student may
earn a doctoral minor in Water Resources Management by completing
11-12 credits that include the following courses: ENVIR ST/CIV ENGR/
URB R PL 718, ENVIR ST/CIV ENGR/URB R PL 719, and two additional
courses (300-level and higher) in one or more of the WRM curriculum
breadth categories. Breadth courses should complement the doctoral
major and academic background as well as address any gaps in their
training within the WRM curriculum breadth categories. Students are
expected to achieve a B or better in all courses used for the minor. Minor
and major credits/courses cannot overlap or double-count.
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
