DEAN'S HONOR LIST
At the end of each semester the names of all students with a grade point
average of 3.75 or higher in at least 12 graded credits for that semester will
be included on the Dean's Honor List. A notation of "Dean's Honor List"
will be entered on the student's transcript.

GRADUATION WITH DISTINCTION
"Graduation with Distinction" will appear on the transcripts of students
who have earned a cumulative grade point average that places them within
the top 20 percent of students graduating that term in their school or
college with 60 credits or more at the University of Wisconsin–Madison.

Students in the top 5 percent will receive the designation "Graduation
with Highest Distinction." The Office of the Registrar determines whether
students have met these criteria. Notations citing graduation distinction
will be made on the transcript.

HONORS PROGRAM
The School of Human Ecology Honors Program provides an opportunity
for students to pursue coursework in greater depth than is possible in
regular courses. The honors program is a school-wide program open
to students regardless of major. Honors program members are eligible
to enroll in courses offered for honors-only credit, to participate in
campuswide activities for honors program students, and to apply for
special research-funding opportunities. Upon completion of the honors
program requirements and degree requirements, the student will receive
an honors degree from the School of Human Ecology. The transcript
for a SoHE honors student who does not complete all honors degree
requirements will have the honors designation next to honors courses
completed.
