Students in the major are assigned to a team of advisors composed of
a faculty advisor and the major's student services coordinator. See the

The faculty advisor provides guidance specific to the molecular and cell
biology discipline through discussions about undergraduate experiences
(i.e., research, coursework, internships) that will help prepare students
for graduate work or a career after graduation. The student services
coordinator provides guidance specific to the discipline, and also helps
students with major declarations, course selection, registration, DARS,
L&S degree and major requirements, and tracking progress toward
graduation, as well as connecting students with important resources on
campus.
